3. Key note speaker –Pam Morris

· PM provided a PowerPoint handout to which she spoke.

4. Workshop activity

· RW identified two outcomes for this session;
· Outcome 1 –split of days at Key Stage 4.
· Outcome 2 – whether this would be pan city or split East/West?
· RW supplied the group with a suggested timetable for Blatchington Mill using the two-day Diploma and three day core option.
· The group were asked whether their institution would prefer one and a half or a two-day Diploma programme?
· A group discussion took place and it was decided: -

· Recommendation of the 14-19 Curriculum Group – to adopt two common days per year 10/11 (Key Stage 4) for the Diploma, other Vocational courses and programmes.

· ACTION RW to contact Maurice Shorten and inform him as to the recommendations as a representative was not present from Plumpton College.

· This was followed by a discussion concerning capacity issues and the impact on the City use of Vocational venues.
· RW then asked the group whether we should keep the current East/West divide in place.

· ND confirmed that although Dorothy Stringer falls somewhere in the middle of the City, for this to work his School will fall into the East.

· Recommendation of the 14-19 Curriculum Group - 
· East group to be Falmer High, Longhill High, Patcham High, Varndean School and Dorothy Stringer.

· West group to be Blatchington Mill School and Sixth form, Hove Park School and Sixth Form, Portslade Community College and Sixth Form, and Cardinal Newman School and Sixth Form.

· RW asked the group on which days they currently organise vocational  provision 

· The group agreed on  days for 2008, although PCC would not be able to adopt a common pattern until 2009
