1. Welcome, apologies, minutes of the last meeting and matters arising 

Pg. 2. – The heads meeting was held on 19th February and was attended by all heads. They are concerned about how the funding would be allocated and being asked to put money into something they are unsure about. Three proposals were made – 

· Any pooled funding is to be held by one of the participating schools, in an identified and audited account. 

· It is for the contributing schools to decide how the money is spent not the board. 

· The matter not on the agenda of the schools forum. 

A lengthy discussion took place in reference to these proposals. The conclusion was that the funding would be aligned and held in a BHLP Cost Centre for 2007/8 and that the funds would be accessed by schools based on a formula that would be decided at the Partnership Board. This was verbally agreed around the table. 

Pg 2. LG and Sylvia King have met to begin arrangements for the conference and have a second meeting arranged for next Monday. The likely date is 26th June from 9am –1pm. 

NH is meeting with Sylvia to see if a conference for business to help them understand the diplomas could be developed.
Pg. 5. LE – the e-ILP group have had first training session. 

NH – this is the first year that they are having trouble getting work experience places for all their year 10 pupils. 

2. Feasibility Report (Consultants Report) Debbie Betteridge and Mick Martin

A presentation was given following on from the information they gave at the previous meeting. The information was based on the cluster approach which was asked for at the last meeting. People will work across clusters and there will be providers outside of the clusters e.g. Plumpton. 

The numbers that will take up Specialised Diplomas is unknown so figures are difficult to predict but have been based on estimated numbers. 

The report assumes that the 14 – 16 year olds would use the centre 2 days a week and 16 – 19 year olds the remaining 3 days. This could be rethought.

HH – the LSC capital funding money is for 16 – 19 provision and only a small proportion of this can be used for 14 – 16 provision.

PS The Bognor centre did manage to get the LSC to loosen its strings, but only as it had local government money as well. 

PH – It was requested at the last meeting that there was a comparison between a cluster approach and a stand-alone model. Debbie had misunderstood and apologised for not providing this information. She will get the information to everyone ASAP. 

Debbie gave the group three questions to consider which are to be discussed at the next meeting.

· What do you want to do?

· How are you going to do it?

· How will it be funded?
