2. Minutes of the last meeting 5th March and matters arising

· The accuracy of the previous minutes was accepted and agreed

· LG read out response

· “I was asked not to undertake this exercise by the 14-16 Group. The idea was to ask 'other' alternative providers whether or not they had any additional capacity for the forthcoming year. It was decided that the schools had enough off site provision available so didn't require me to research this for 08/9, although I am happy to set something up for 9/10 if they wish.”

· RW to feedback on Falmer Academy and Partnership Board
· RW stated there has not been a meeting of the Partnership Board or the Executive, but he will raise the issue at an appropriate meeting.

· LG and HH to feedback on NDAQ and Section 96/97

· Speakers on Diploma Funding arranged for today’s meeting
· LG had issued an email response from QCA which was as follows:-

· “NDAQ lists all accredited qualifications, the majority of which have been approved for use by learners aged pre 16, 16-18 and/or 18+ (Section 96) or for learners 19+ (Section 97). Only those qualifications which the relevant Awarding bodies have submitted to QCA for inclusion in the Diploma ASL Catalogue will be included on NDAQ as available for use in the Diploma as ASL. They will need to have been approved for use under Section 96.

· In Summary:

· NDAQ lists all accredited qualifications.

· Most accredited qualifications are approved for use by specific age groups under either Section 96 or Section 97.

· A qualification must be approved under Section 96 before it is eligible for inclusion in the Diploma ASL Catalogue.

· Only those eligible qualifications that Awarding bodies actively submit for inclusion are added to the Diploma Catalogue.”

· The default position is use the Diploma Catalogue.

· Information from David Cooper indicates that a B&H VLE decision is imminent and this should be in place for September 2008.

· The update of this is underway for 2008-2009 and a copy will go to each B&H School.  Workforce Development Plan for each school needs to reflect the 14-19 Partnership Board Workforce Development Strategy tabled earlier this academic year.

· RW reported that there is possibly going to be a Citywide Inset day in 2008-2009 and suggested that there is a need for input on the Diploma.

· Reference was made to the outcome of Gateway 2 and the £30K funding for each successful line of learning.  For development work to be undertaken there is a need for a common time at which the relevant persons are available.
