There is a capacity issue with laboratories. More PT staff recruited.
Psychology and English have expanded

Levels 2 – up to 60 from 40 last year.

Media, Economics and Business have been affected by the popularity of the Extended Projects which students are opting for as their fourth course, along with their 3 A2s
ACTION SB to add Entry Requirements as an item for discussion on the agenda for the next meeting
LD expressed concern about young people finishing one E2E course, not being allowed onto another, but not yet ready to progress.

KL expressed concern about students taking courses they would not otherwise have done, had the employment prospect been brighter – when the job market improves this will require adjustment. 

SB/HH – This group should feed recommendations to the Curriculum Group, collaborating to make better provision.
Discussion broadened out, touching upon:

· Travel – not an issue for the day but for the lesson
· Difficulties all face after the predicted change of Government re. where courses will be provided – KL insisting that the decisions should be made by schools
· The need to look at progression routes

· The need for a clear view of what is expected at what levels, especially re. Maths/Numeracy, English/Literacy

	Current NEET statistics (Philip Ward or Nicola Lombardo)
Neither PW nor NL attended the meeting, so LG distributed the current NEET figures document to the group. These figures cover the period until July this year, and updates will be available before the January meeting of this group.

HH distributed a document produced at a meeting to explore the commissioning requirements of 16+ education and training for vulnerable groups. She took the group through the document and asked that provision for vulnerable groups be added as an item for the agenda of the next 16-19 Group meeting.
KT – E2L is currently taking referrals from YOS, the Leaving Care team and Young Carers project and has designed provision with the needs of these vulnerable learners in mind. Any learning from this provision will be fed back to the group.
