Varndean College
Revising level 2 programme in light of funding changes aiming to replace non-care GCSEs with vocational routes in Health and Social Care/Public Services and ICT/Media in order to offer progression routes from the level 1 project. This will give 7 alternative level 2 vocational  programme routes at the College catering for anticipated growth in demand for programmes leading to employment or level 3.

Discussion of impact of LSC funding methodology:   The more marginal students do not appear well served by the increased emphasis on retention where schools risk losing funding as a result of drop out from courses designed to attract students back into education and training.   The calculation of student weighting appears to advantage institutions who cater for relatively able students in order to maximize its SLN value/capita.  Putting students on reduced programmes in order to meet their needs is a disadvantage for funding because it leads to relatively low SLN value.
