	 Minutes of 19th November meeting – matters arising

· Item 2 – Consortia Examination Policy - ACTION - send a third reminder to all those who have not yet signed the Consortia Examination Policy
LG – proposing Line of Learning Lead event on Friday 27th  March. Seattle Hotel provisionally booked, and £200 day release identified.

· Item 3 – Offer 2009/2010 Year 10 grid document distributed at meeting. Any problems please contact RC direct. Cost of courses at CCB will be £825/place/year. Plus uniform costs e.g. boots which schools will need to cover..

LG distributed East Sussex’s Diploma leaflet. Discussion of the merits of something similar for Brighton – how soon would it be out of date and needing amendment? Meeting broadly in favour of leaflet, especially if modified to include pockets for each diploma. It was felt to be appropriate for students and parents alike. LSC would support it.

	Curriculum development at KS3 to take account of project work and functional skills 

Dorothy Stringer (ND) – Project work in Year 9 Level 1for all after/instead of SATS is in discussion.

Hove Park (KL) – Year 7 learners have a “Transition curriculum”. Current thinking is that students will have large blocks of time/carousel with eg Humanities team. In year 9 some choice will be offered. Hope to achieve English Literature and numeracy by end of year 9.

Varndean School (GH) – enrichment/tasters for KS4 offer now introduced at KS3

Cardinal Newman (DW) – looking at project work across the curriculum building on skills form primary school, through years 7, 8 and 9

Longhill School (DS) – 40 period cycle. Starting in year 7 Humanities will be with one teacher.  PLTS to be evaluated at the end of 2009.

Cedar Centre (TH). All Year 9 learners will follow Adult literacy and numeracy qualifications.

KS3 Session  scheduled for Monday 9th February 9.30-12.30  at LDC and led by Carole Sullivan is focusing on Implementing and evaluating the new curriculum.

 CM suggested there is a need to share KS3 developments with KS2 colleagues - ACTION - talk to Hilary Ferris

	 Diplomas and half days

With some lines of learning the two day diploma model has been modified to one and a half days at the Diploma venue, and one half day at the feeder school. The full day to be a Friday, the half day to be a Wednesday.

RW – when we have Diploma reports can they include whether or not students are moving

Concern was expressed on transport costs for students.

On the half day would this be borne by the institution/organisation?

RW/LG will attend a meeting next week to discuss transport and have a finance meeting planned.

Concern was expressed by RC about too many Diploma groups pulling in different directions, clashes between the City College and school models.

ACTION – have a conversation with leaders of Lines of Learning to address this issue

	  Quality systems

· Policies and protocols

The 14-16 Course Application Form for September 2009 and various protocols were  addressed section by section as far as the Attendance/Registration section, on the understanding that the review would resume at the Health and Safety section at the next meeting 
 ACTION. Additional meeting arranged for morning of 2nd  March at Learning Development Centre.  Agenda and full details to follow
p3 ACTION - FFT (Band D) to be added under ‘indicated outcomes’

Clarity needed regarding possible clash when school does NOT support a student’s application. Home schools and colleges to make decisions jointly with providers. Risk assessment to be attached to application where necessary. Important not to preclude access for most vulnerable children.

Protocols to hold for 2009 but to be amended in light of the pilot.

Suitability to be the key factor in allocation of places, not home institution UNLESS schools have already indicated that courses are for their own students.

Initial option returns will be known by the end of March, and capacity issues will become clear then.

ACTION - Any amendments to the form – up as far as Attendance and Registration – must be emailed by 28th January to RW

ACTION – subsequent meetings of the 14-19 Curriculum Group to begin at 9.00am if agenda warrants this

The parent/carer consent section requires modification, the student having to follow the venue’s own arrangements re. lunch time supervision.

Service agreement – all parties should have copies, the responsibility resting on the home school/college to furnish copies to providers.

A web-based package for tracking students has been identified, and costed at £10,000.00 – which would assist off-site registration at a fraction of the staff costs or SIMS.

· Lead and domain assessors

RW – PowerPoint presentation – see attached

Minimum of 5 domain assessors need for next year. Are assessors to work at one level? If domain assessors were to work in one venue this task could be added to the job description of a head of department, but if they are to work across the consortium how will they be funded?

SB felt that this should be an awarding body expense

KL suggested that this should be factored into the charging for diploma places

ACTION – Costing of domain assessors to be raised at finance meeting and as agenda item at next meeting

Liz Devereux of National Assessment Agency has sent email indicating that DCSF has funded the Chartered Institute of Educational Assessors to provide accredited training, free of charge until end of March 2009, which can be delivered in each consortium, this being for both Domain assessors and those wishing to teach and assess

ACTION

LG to contact deputy heads of 2008 and 2009 Diploma venues to establish names of persons for training as Domain Assessors and teacher/assessor
