This tool is used to measure. You can measure in feet and inches and centimetres and millimetres with it. 

This tool is used for shaving timber when you only want to take a bit off at a time and make it smooth. 

This is the socket you would find at home. It gives a 240 volt current. 

This accessory is used to change 240 volts to 110 volts which is the voltage used on all building sites because it is safer. 

This accessory can be put into a 240 volt socket and it will cut out if there is a power surge to help keep people safe. 

These accessories are worn by people on site to keep them safe.
