Planning for Diploma  Sept 2009 entry
The number of learners signed up for Sep 09 Diplomas are as follows:

13 SHD at BHASVIC

7 or 8  SHD at Cardinal Newman

14 C&M L3 at Varndean College
Construction/Hospitality no L3 in first year

ACTION: LG to find numbers for Environment & Landbased at Plumpton

SHD 0 at L3 at CCB and 0 at Varndean College
Planning for Diplomas  Sept 2010 and beyond
LG BAF and H&B available in 2010. 

Gateway 3 application will be known on April 3rd
SB: BHASVIC are planning to run L2 and L3 BAF, so will not continue to run BTEC Business course

KL: Hove Park in a similar position 

SH: OCR still available until as BAF won’t start until 2011

A group discussion followed on the tension between running Diploma courses based on educational and financial viability. The Partnership Board, in spirit, supports the notion that all courses should run provided educationally viable. However, Partnership Board  have not got the finances to allocate to make this a definite reality. Members of the group stated that because of the precarious financial position, funding would be a major factor for each individual institution.

	Other Post 16 Curriculum Changes 

Sept 2009 

KL: Hove Park hoping to run Level 2 Science (Human Biology single award)  alongside Level 2 Maths and English qualifications. 
There will be NO Level 3 Philosophy and Ethics or Further maths AS in 2009.

Will offer  L3 Italian (AS/A2). and Further Maths AS.
RC: Largely no changes at CCB but there is a new L1 Construction called a Diploma, (CITB?) this is not be confused with the new Diplomas.

There will be an expansion in performing Arts and Sport:

L1 Coaching; Introductory Diploma in Sports; First Diploma Sport; National Award and Certificate Sport.
BTEC 1st Dip; BTEC Nat Award; BTEC Nat Certificate; BTEC  Nat Dip in Performing Arts

SH: This replicates courses at Varndean and is a concern.

RK: Blatchington Mill will offer BTEC Musical Theatre and BTEC Stage Management

Propose  running  4x L2 courses in year 12  – BTEC First Awards in 

Leisure and Tourism, Art and Design, Health and Social Care and Business.

Closure of French, German and Italian

SH: If there is E2E funding, Varndean are looking at moving from 2 to 3 strands of the Edexcel Work Skills  and to use Work skills for drop in if needed.
There would also be progression from I-media level 2 to level 3.

DW: Cardinal Newman no changes
SB: BHASVIC 2009 no change but note interested in language collaboration e.g. in BAF Diploma at level 3

Proposed Prospectus changes for Sept 2010 entry

SB: Because there is going to be no new build, BHASVIC cannot run L1 and L2 courses in Art, Fashion, Business (was for NEET).
Looking at GCSE and AS Use of Maths.

RK:  C&M L3 Diploma will come back next year

DW: AS and A2 Politics

RC: No decisions at CCB.
DW: No decisions at Cardinal Newman

SB: Looking to replace vocational A Levels in Health and Social Care, Performing Art, and Dance as last cohort will be 2010(?).
SH: I-media Level 3 and Environmental Studies Level 3

SB: This was mentioned at 16-19 Quality Group. The group took recommendations from the LSC and had shared their own good practice on Learner Voice.

	Items from 14-19 Curriculum Group

Strategy for change/Hove Building.
Carle Sullivan had held a visioning meeting with the 14-16 Deputies, and B&H were one of 70 expressions of interest.  Top 30 taken forward.  As number 32. B&H still confident they will be part of the first round (if any of these 30 find they are not ready to move forward), or the second round at the leas, and therefore necessary planning continues.
SH There is a gap between the money the LSC thought it had to spend and the Colleges. The 114 Colleges waiting for this money found out it had already been spent. There is currently a bill going through Parliament putting Colleges onto Building Schools for the Future.
Money spent in planning:

BHASVIC £1.9 Million

Varndean £2.2 Million

CCB £3.2 Million

Next meeting of this group is scheduled for 18th May.

BHASVIC has had 8 applications this year from learners who wish to transfer from school sixth forms or the independent sector, at the end of year 12, into BHASVIC.  These have been turned down (on principle).  

Blatchington Mill reported that they had been willing to accept such earners in the past.  

Cardinal Newman would wish the best result for the learner.  

Hove Park raised the issue that a learner withdrawing from AS can make A2 unviable.  Some courses are offered at AS but not at A2.

DW asked for clarity that an AS from one awarding body can be combined with A2 form another awarding body.
